I need to check to see if some were possibly unrecorded earlier sons of John or possibly a
brother of John. Or maybe John Jr had an earlier marriage. John was 30 when he married Sarah Stevens,
maybe he had an earlier family in the Boston area escaping the Indians in Maine. Also need to connect the
Goffstown NH Morgrages. Also need to connect Peter Mograge of Castine ME, who may possibly descend from
the Gloucester branch. I am sure they are all related. Land records may help. And DNA tests may help.
Still have much more to record from my old notes, and the proliferation of VR and censuses now available
online.

Stevens-Morgrage Genealogy sent to me by Robert Taylor 1986:
"If her own testimony is accurate, Sarah Stevens was born in 1661, the daughter of Thomas Stevens by his first
wife. She was perhaps born before her father's arrival in New England. In 1678, when 17, she was married to
John Morgrage.
He was born about 1648, probably in Somerset England where others of the Maine have been found (although
there have been variant spellings of the name in Gloucester, Wilts, Surrey, and Sussex counties in England).
Son William on his marriage record, referred to Chad Somersetshire England as the place of origin of his
family. John was a brick layer in Kittery Maine. He is first found in York Maine we he was a witness in 1669.
Two years later he was fine for "multiplying oaths". Before the Indian War of 1676, he lived on the west side of
Spruce Creek. Fleeing to Boston, he took the Oath of Allegiance in April 1680. On February 20, 1682 he was
baptized and joined the Boston Baptist Church. In July of the same year Sarah was also baptized and by
September 1682 they had returned to Kittery where they were helping form a Baptist Church there. In 1695
Richard Cutt, calling John Morgrage his "friend", deeded to him the land he was living on, as well as the Endle
property. From 1694 until 1699 he had a license to sell retail goods. On February 6, 1706, being apparently on
his deathbed, John Morgrage made his will, naming his wife and children and leaving his son John the principle
heir. The will was proved on March 15, 1706.
In 1706, Sarah (Stevens) Morgrage was selling drink; in 1707 she had a license to run a public house (as well
as in 1709 and again in 1719). On April 12, 1733, she was living in Newberry Mass., age 72, and testified
concerning her father's land.

1709 Mary was married to Rowland Jenkins, a fisherman of New Castle New Hampshire. In July 1710, as Mary
Jenkins, she was accused of committing adultery with John wife, a tinker of Kittery, "when believed aboard a
ship in the harbor". 1712 she was accused of stealing ribbon. In 1715 both she and her husband were charged
with stealing. Perhaps her life can be summed up with the testimony of Mrs. Catherine Weymouth of New Castle
who said in 1714 she "never heard any good of her". Mary disappears from records entirely after 1715; perhaps
she died about that time."

Green alias Morgrage, the illegitimate son of Mary Morgrage and Daniel Green of Kittery, apparently lived with
his mother and stepfather when young but either because of their consistent misbehavior, or else because of his
mother's death, he was apparently raised by his Morgrage relatives. In 1717 he was apprenticed out to Edmund
Geach, a surveyor in Kittery, by his uncle John Morgrage in whose household he was living. After the death of
that uncle in 1726, he apparently lived in the household of another uncle, William Morgrage in York Maine. Both
enlisted in Capt. Preble's York Regiment in 1726.
Settling in Falmouth Maine where he was a surveyor by occupation, Daniel Green (no longer alias Morgrage)
was married they are about 1731 to the beautiful and heroic Mary Bloom. Born in England in 1714, tradition has
it that Mary came over to New England with her parents when she was 16. Following their marriage, Daniel and
Mary apparently stayed in Falmouth where seven children were born to them.
In 1744 Daniel Green joined up with the militia of New England that led an expedition up to Louisburg Canada,
one of the battles precipitating a full French and Indian War. Although the expedition was successful, Daniel
Green did not survive it. He was killed by the Indians in 1745 near Louisburg.
His widow married married second in Georgetown Maine on May 9, 1746 Ebenezer Hall, a fisherman from
Pemaquid (and a widower with three daughters and one son). Shortly after they were married, Ebenezer and
Mary settled on the tinnitus island, off the coast of Maine. Three more children were born to them, Peter, Phoebe,
and Tabitha Hall. Living with them too, was Benjamin Morgrage, Daniel Green's cousin (son of his uncle John
Morgrage) who apparently stayed with the family out of his devotion to his cousins widow (and perhaps because
he was a fishing partner with Ebenezer Hall).

George Rogers, Historical Society of Litchfield, says "Thomas Morgridge lived on the Upper Pond Road where
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I live and where Elder Levi Rhodes lived.  Thomas' house currently belongs to Ed Avis, a member of HSOL,
and he has done a good job of restoring it.  When I was a boy (I'm now seventy-five), the house was a wreck.
After years of looking, Ed found the Morgridge cemetery down near the pond.  (He had to probe, all the stones
were flat and buried and some were broken.)  We wondered for years in which church Thomas served as
deacon.   We eventually found that the Litchfield selectmen divided Litchfield into three religious districts in the
early 1800's.  Thomas Morgridge and John Brown (Levi Rhodes later purchased  the Brown house ) were
deacons of the East Baptist district.  They never did have a church building.  My guess would be that Elder
Levi Rhodes may have belonged to the Kendall Chapel on the Pond Road but I don't know.  He was known for
his belief  that the world would end soon etc.  He reportedly didn't harvest his crops one year because he felt
the end was imminent.  His daughter, Emma, married into the Small family and I'll check with the Small
descendants to see if they know which church Levi attended. We have never been able to locate exactly where
Charles Morgridge lived."
He also adds, I'm the genealogist with the Historical Society of Litchfield.  According to the History of
Litchfield, written in 1895 by Oliver Barrett Clason, Deacon Thomas Morgridge, an early settler, came to
Litchfield from Harpswell.  His father, William, reportedly came to Harpswell from England in 1755.  Clason's
work is usually very good, but  I thought that I would check to see if you knew of any connection between your
Kittery Morgrage family and the Litchfield Morgridge family.

Ralph named a son Joseph C. Leavitt; that C is also lost to history, but it could stand for
Clifford. Where did this name "Clifford" come from and when? [see Joseph 1782 write-up]. Joseph C could
also be Calvin after his grandfather Calvin Morgridge. Ralph's brother Joseph had a son Daniel who names
children Ralph Clifford and Joseph Clinton. I believe the middle names were intentionally reversed to
differentiate between the contemporaries. That still begs the question of where the names Ralph Clinton came
from in 1828. I have not found any generals or other statesmen, for which Joseph was fond of naming his
children. I believe Joseph named his son Joseph D after his distant cousin/uncle Daniel Leavitt b 1748. Ralph
and Mary were married by Comfort Taylor, Minister of the Gospel at the Cambridge Baptist Church, aka
Cambridge Union Meeting Hall. Ralph is buried in Mt Pleasant Cemetery in Cambridge ME halfway up the hill;
empty spots on both sides of him. The lot was purchased by his son Joseph C Leavitt. Son Willy H is buried in
the Cambridge Village Cemetery, now known as the Cambridge Memorial Garden Cemetery.
