Bristol Marriages performed by William Mcintyre, Esq has: Mar. 14, 1805, William Wallis and Sarah Carter.
Either a typo or the name really was Wallis in previous generations.

William gave 2 children a middle name of "Eels", so | have made the assumption that could be his mother's
maiden name. Note also that Jacob's middle name is Roberts with an s, another likely family surname. Look for
Nathaniel and Jacob as potential fathers and grandfathers. There are "Eels" in MA VR.

Sarah was born in 1782 in Bristol, Lincoln, ME and died 27 Feb 1858 in
Cambridge, Somerset, ME.

Sally was of Jackson 1826 when her father's land was distributed.

Cambridge Maine VR family registers p46 says: "Sally Wilkins, second wife of David Wilkins, whose first
husband was named Walls, died February 27, 1858." Cambridge Memorial Garden cemetery has her stone AE
75 yrs. That would put her birth date as 1782, which fits right into the Carter family data. Her daughter Mary Ann
moved to Cambridge, so sounds reasonable enough to enter as enough evidence. All | had before was died after
1830. Her husband William Walls has a stone in Searsmont, but she doesn't.

1840 Montville census: it appears that Sarah is living with dau Sally Walls Emerson.

Montville VR: Mrs Sally Walls sheepmark recorded 5-25-1829, and right underneath is Miss Lucenday Walls
sheepmark recorded 5-25-1829. A sheepmark is like a cattle brand, usually a certain clipping of the ears to
identify sheep's owners.

Mary Ann Jane Walls was b in Belfast but recorded in Jackson ME VR family register, where they moved shortly
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afterwards.

Feb 2009: I have done research on the Walls family to determine previous generations. Mary Ann's brother
lived beyond 1892 and his d/c says their father was William Walls b NH ¢ 1784 and mother was Sally Carter b
Bristol ME ¢ 1782. William is buried Hillcrest Cem in North Searsmont (bordering Montville), which may have
been part of Montville; d 20 April 1833 age 48, per 1972 MOCA recording of the cemetery.

This pertains to the WALLS family, and also likely to Joseph Leavitt and the other families. Notes from
LIBERTY MEN and Great Proprietors, by Alan Taylor, copied by E B Atwood, 1996 correspondence:

"Situated between Maine's two largest and longest valleys was the Sheepscot back country, with proprietary
claims of the Plymouth Patent and the Waldo Patent (which included the Jackson Plantation) and dubbed, in
1801, "the grand seed plot of sedition and insurrection™ ..... and inhabited by the Liberty Men: defenders of their
notion of the American Revolution from betrayal by the Great Proprietors...... At root, the land controversy in the
Eastern Country was a class conflict that pitted yeomen against mercantile capitalists intent on levying land
payments to extract some of the yeomanry's surplus.

The post-Revolutionary settlers of mid-Maine were well situated in time and place to develop their own notions
about the nature of property and authority. Settlers ostracized and intimidated those who betrayed the
community. Equating their resistance with the Revolution, the Liberty Men considered proprietary supporters
‘Tories' who deserved coercion.”

Mary married Joseph LEAVITT 30 Jan 1826 in Montville, Waldo, ME. Joseph was born 18 Oct 1782 in, , NH and
died between Oct 1856 and May 1859 in Cambridge, Somerset, ME.

Joseph Leavitt was b NH per 1850 census. His ancestry is undetermined, but one possibility based strictly on
circumstantial evidence, is that he could possibly be a son of Daniel b ca 1748 & Bathsheba, since there was
inter-action between the families. A 1782 birth certainly fits comfortably into this family with a 1779-1785 gap
between children, but there are no records indicating it. The 1790 Waterborough census doesn't seem to
corroborate this, however (3M 16+[Daniel Sr, Jeremiah, and ?], 2M<16 [Daniel Jr & Jonathan], 6F [2F
missing]). Note that Joseph 1782 named a son Joseph D, likely Daniel, since Joseph D named one of his sons
Daniel. Also Joseph 1782, and Nehemiah 1800 (tentatively Joseph's nephew and definitely Daniel's grandson),
lived across the street from each other in Cambridge on Leavitt Road 1840s on, and next door to each other in
the 1840 Parkman census. Since they lived right on the Parkman-Cambridge town line, possibly both towns
are talking about the same residences. Daniel's ancestry is also undetermined.

"Joseph Leavitt and Sally Clark both of the plantation of Davistown, were married 29 Aug 1803 by Rev Kiah
Bayley" of Newcastle Lincoln Co. Recorded on p21 of "VR of Newcastle ME" published 2015 by Maine
Genealogical Society [p429 of Newcastle's original VVolume 1 of records]. Note that Rev Kiah Bayley was Mary
Ann Wall's uncle; he married her mother's sister Olive Carter.

This Joseph born 1782 married Mrs Sarah Clark 29 Aug 1803, m2) Hannah Weeks 1820 with no known issue,
and married third Mary Ann Walls 1826 [Montville and Cambridge, Maine Town Records]. Montville (inc. 1807,
previously both Davis Town, Hancock Co and Davistown, Lincoln Co in 1800 census). Town records list the
information below about Joseph Leavitt. Note that there is no "Jr'" or any other indication that there was more
than one Joseph Leavitt in town. Spellings are at the mercy of the town clerks. Joseph Leavitt is the ONLY
adult Leavitt to show up in Montville censuses, land records, and town records. Joseph Leavitt was a prominent
figure in Montville, since at least 1803 and until about 1829 when we know he moved to Lincoln. If there was
more than one, there would have some indication, but there is a seamless stream of mentions of this one

Joseph Leavitt in the town records and land deeds. Montville had 50 families and 270 inhabitants in 1800; 864
inhabitants in 1810; and 203 families in 1820.

The 1982 Nehemiah Leavitt book p 37 begins with Joseph b 1782, saying he m Eliza Godfrey; the Joseph of
this lineage was born later. It appears that it WAS the Joseph of that lineage who married Eliza Godfrey, but
the six children listed there belong elsewhere under my Joseph Leavitt, who was really born 1782 and his
subsequent wife Mary Ann Walls. We don't know yet who Joseph's parents were, but circumstantial evidence
pointed to Nehemiah (& Judith Roberts), son of John Leavitt & Abigail Giles, which seems to be disproven
through research of J S Dow; or possible son/nephew of Daniel whose descendants res in Parkman-

Cambridge area; we are looking for DNA evidence to back up that theory.

This same 1982 Nehemiah book p27&37 separates this same Joseph's two marriages into two separate
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people, and says the one with the first marriage [says Elizabeth] was Joseph son of Stephen Leavitt & Mary
Roberts. I notice that those names are not carried on in the family, they give him a 1775 b-date, died NH 1849,
moved to Maine in Montville, above Old Town, South Medway, Lincoln, but does list among other children,
William Henry Harrison Leavitt b 29 Oct 1815. | believe this is another family that got mixed/merged with our
Joseph. Emily Noyes references correspondence Joseph P Leavitt received ca 1880; we need to find exactly
what that was instead of her interpretation of what it said.

My proof of the correct Joseph is the Cambridge, Maine town records (VR 1792-1868 microfilm roll 97 page
24 at the Maine State Archives). The family page lists, quote, "Joseph Leavitt born Oct 18, 1782, Mary Ann his
wife born Apr 19, 1808. Their children Vilett b Nov 26, 1826 and Ralph July 18, 1828 both born in Montville.
Joseph Jr b Dec 30, 1829 and Mary Lodema Aug 30, 1831, both born in Lincoln. Laura Emeline b Dec 18,

1836 and John b Jan 22, 1839 both born 'at the Aroostook' [I'm unsure of the exact location of that]. Became
citizens of Cambridge Feb 1844." Katie writes: "At the Aroostook was a designation for the wilderness north of
the settled areas of what is now Penobscot County. My ancestor was Killed in "the wilderness of the

Aroostook™ according to county probate records. At the time (1827) the family lived in Passadumkeag just
south of Lincoln. His son found his body and buried him. His gravesite has never been discovered. Later his

son and family were the second settlers in what is now Masardis (1835/6) at the junction of the St. Croix and
Aroostook Rivers. During this time that territory was in dispute with Great Britain and the entire area was called
The Aroostook - a Wabanaki word. - Katie"

I add this bio because Joseph's family seemed infatuated with William Henry Harrison. William Henry Harrison
(February 9, 1773 - April 4, 1841) was an American military leader, politician, and the ninth President of the
United States. He served as the first Governor of the Indiana Territory and later as a U.S. Representative and
Senator from Ohio. Harrison first gained national fame as a war hero, defeating American Indians at the Battle
of Tippecanoe in 1811 and earning the nickname "Tippecanoe" or "Old Tippecanoe". As a general in the
subsequent War of 1812, his most notable contribution was a victory at the Battle of the Thames, which
brought the war in his region to a successful conclusion. When Harrison took office in 1841 at the age of 68

as a member of the Whig Party, he was the oldest man to become President. Harrison died thirty days into his
term, the briefest presidency in the history of the office. He was also the first U.S. president to die while in
office. His death threw the country into a constitutional crisis.

and health as long as said Joseph lives, and let her have the use of the said north room as long as she wishes

to occupy it even after the decease of the said Joseph, provided she stays there and takes good care of the

said Joseph while he lives and performs labour about the house as women generally do. Also to provide

General Taylor Leavitt and Josephine Leavitt with suitable food and clothing until they arrive at the age of 14
years and let them have the benefit of the town schools; in return these children are to perform what labor they
are able to, and such as children are accustomed to. Also to keep said rooms in good repair. The said

Joseph on his part is to give up to Ralf and Joseph Jr the Oxen, farming tools and one speckled cow. Then this
deed shall be void otherwise shall remain in full force and virtue. Signed by Ralph C Leavitt and Joseph Leavitt
in presence of Moses Pingree, J.P. & Ebenezer T Sutherland. This agreement changed 20 Apr 1853, Town of
Cambridge to support Leavitts in return for 65 acres of land. *17 Nov 1854 80:40 Joseph sells land in
Cambridge to Guy McAllister by Admr, Levy Sheriff Sale, thus reinforcing the fact of his first wife being Sarah
McAllister. - see court cases below *9 Oct 1856 80:510 & 83:81 Ralph Leavitt & Joseph D Leavitt Jr,
Mortgaged to and bought from Inhabitants of Cambridge, same 65 acres as 1851 and 1853 deeds. Town of
Cambridge in consideration of $500 paid by Ralph C Leavitt of Cambridge and Joseph D Leavitt of Pittsfield,
yeomen, release and forever quitclaim the north part of Lot 8 Range 2, 65 acres, except for 35 acres off the
south end with the buildings theron excepting the East Kitchen and northeast bedroom and Buttery during the
natural life of Joseph Leavitt who now lives in said house. Signed by Selectmen of Cambridge Alonzo Herrick,
Bradbury Lowell, and G E Bailey in presence of Elvaton Wethern J.P. appears that wife Mary died between

this period 1853-1856.

The said defendant at Montville on the second
day of February 1828 by his note in writing for value received $26.87 plus interest, "yet though often
requested the said defendant that same has not paid but neglects and refuses so to do.” The Plaintiff requests
the sum of $90. This action was commenced and entered at the last February term of this Court when and
where the plaintiff appeared but the defendant although solemnly called to come into Court did not appear but
made default. And the action was continued for Judgment to the present term. It is therefore considered by the
Court that said said Plaintiff recover against said defendant the sum of $59.91 damage and his costs of suits
taxed at $7.71. Waldo County Superior Court Sept 8 1848 #536: Guy McAlister of Freedom yeoman plaintiff vs
Joseph Leavitt of Cambridge yeoman. Defendant, in a plea of debt, for that the said plaintiff by the
consideration of our Justices of our Court of Common Pleas held on the fourth Tuesday of November, being
the 24th day of said month 1829 (Case #145) accorded judgment against James Dutton of Montville (since
deceased) and Joseph Leavitt of Jackson, then both in the County of Waldo for the sum of $25.02 damage

Judgment is in full force and not annulled or satisfied. ....Yet though often requested the said defendant, the
same has not paid but neglects and refuses so to do. Defendant refuses to appear in court; judgment for
plaintiff $26.41damage and costs of suit taxed at $8.04.

Reasons: The name Ralph itself is uncommon or non-existant in the Leavitt family before 1829. Martha Leavitt,
the daughter of Ralph's half-brother William Henry Harrison Leavitt, names her son Ralph Clinton Twist in 1886.
It sounds to me that there was contact between Joseph Leavitt's two families and that Martha had a fondness for
her Uncle Ralph. Ralph named a son Joseph C. Leavitt; that C is also lost to history, but it could stand for
Clifford. Where did this name "Clifford" come from and when? [see Joseph 1782 write-up]. Joseph C could

also be Calvin after his grandfather Calvin Morgridge. Ralph's brother Joseph had a son Daniel who names
children Ralph Clifford and Joseph Clinton. | believe the middle names were intentionally reversed to
differentiate between the contemporaries. That still begs the question of where the names Ralph Clinton came
from in 1828. I have not found any generals or other statesmen, for which Joseph was fond of naming his
children. I believe Joseph named his son Joseph D after his distant cousin/uncle Daniel Leavitt b 1748. Ralph
and Mary were married by Comfort Taylor, Minister of the Gospel at the Cambridge Baptist Church, aka
Cambridge Union Meeting Hall. Ralph is buried in Mt Pleasant Cemetery in Cambridge ME halfway up the hill;
empty spots on both sides of him. The lot was purchased by his son Joseph C Leavitt. Son Willy H is buried in
the Cambridge Village Cemetery, now known as the Cambridge Memorial Garden Cemetery.

Ralph died without an estate and separated from his wife, and working in Cornville, 3 towns SW of Cambridge.
D/C says he was single with little info about him. However, in 1901 7 years after his death, a note turned up
owing him money, which showed up in Somerset County Probate Court as File 1380, and solved a long mystery
as to where Ralph's wife and children other than Joseph disappeared. It confirms Ralph's death date and that he
last dwelt in Cornville. The record details the relationships as Mary A Leavitt widow of Salem, Mass, son Joseph
C administrator of Waterville, and sons Fred M and Hamlin B both of Salem MA. The 1901 court filing explains
"The occasion for this [late filing] is the recent discovery of a witnessed note dated November 10, 1884, in favor
of the intestate for $133, on which no payments have been made. This note constitutes practically all the
estate...". The court settlement shared $200 among the 4, with Mary getting a larger widows share of $66.67,

and the 3 sons getting $44.44 each. Attorney Harvey Eaton also received $93.59 for his services: "Procuring
administration and settling estate costs and services in suit v. Leonard Stone et al. Opposing claim of Leonard
Stone costs and services in suit brought by Leonard Stone v Adm'r and Eaton trustee costs and services in 2nd
suit brought by Stone v Adm'r". Case settled in 1907.

Note: Find that court case to see if it mentions anything about Violet [Ralph's sister Violet m Leonard Stone].
6/07: Could not find any mention in Kennebec or Somerset Co courts.

Possibly she and her husband moved to Montana, and possibly that's the reason
Joseph and Loann went out there. Anyway, that's where Dema eventually died. My aunt says she remembers
Annie speaking about some relatives who traveled out west in covered wagons. They wrote and said that on the
trip out they had to bang on the wagon wheels with something metal (shovels?) to keep the wolves away at
night! Possibly Annie was referring to Joseph and Loann." Note: Remember the PBS program "Frontier
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House"? It was about homesteaders to Montana, most likely why some in this family went there. From
MontanaHistory.com: "Although the homestead era in Montana lasted for more than 70 years, the vast majority
of those who homesteaded in the state did so during a ten-year period beginning in 1908. The original
Homestead Act was signed by Abraham Lincoln on May 20, 1862. The new law stipulated that any head of
household over 21 years old could stake out a 160 acre farm on government land with only a $10 filing fee. If
the farmer lived on the homestead for five years and improved the property, he or she would receive title to it.
Several different variations on the Homestead Act were passed over the years, and depending on which one a
farmer filed under, he could receive 160, 320, or as much as 640 acres. Despite giving away land for free, the
Homestead Act proved to be a failure in the arid West, where even 640 acres was simply not enough land to
enable a farmer to succeed. It was an invitation to disaster. Nevertheless, to many the promise of free land was
irresistible. By 1900, half a million families had moved West to homestead."”

None of the names is carried on in subsequent generations. | believe his full name is most likely Joseph
Calvin, named after both of his parents' fathers. The entire family of Joseph, Ellura, Sina, Chester, Ulrich, Edith
and husband William are all buried in the family plot at Pine Grove Cemetery in Waterville, Lot 548, on
Crescent Ave. Have photos of stones, and photos of people except Chester and Ulrich. November 2008, Pine
Grove Cemetery told us their records state that Chester was reinterred in 1903 from Cambridge Maine. They
also said that Ulrich Leavitt is buried there in "plot #4", though without any marker. No living family members
had known anything about it. Joseph C Leavitt is also registered as the person who bought the lot in Mt Pleasant
Cemetery in Cambridge, where his father Ralph is buried, and likely where his son Chester was buried.

Uncle Joe
used to come over and say our prayers with us at night. He was a wonderful man but religious." He died on a
Wednesday. Death certificate says he committed "suicide by drowning", jumping off a bridge in Auburn. He
was reportedly in great pain from some illness.

A handwritten note on the
other side says: "We are sorry to have you leave us but feel that you are doing the proper thing to attach
yourself to some nearer church. Sincerely, EAPJ." E A Pollard Jones was pastor at the Waterville Pleasant
Street United Methodist Church 1921-1927. Not sure if he moved there by himself or with his family.

Waterville Pleasant Street United Methodist Church, 5/06, report their records say Joseph Leavitt joined their
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church 1 April 1894, transferring from the Brighton First Baptist Church [which no longer exists]. Wife Ellura M
joined 28 Oct 1894 from "probation™ [means she had been coming a while and finally joined].

Div gave m date and
place but not Nellie's last name. Lewiston m/c gives her name, both residents of Lewiston, his name still just
Hamlin B, married by John F Putman, JP, no parents or other info given. Nobody named Hitchie is in
Ancestry's census index.

Evidently Hamlin also married Ida May Roach while he was already married. Penobscot County Probate
Files have F Marion Simpson of Carmel appointed guardian 15 Feb 1888 of Ida May Roach, age 16, minor
child of Ella N Roach late of Carmel. Father still living, but divorce had given custody to the mother [divorced
Apr 1878, Pen 52/160 docket 836]. On 19 Apr 1890, F Marion Simpson of Carmel resigns as guardian of Ida
May Roach of Bangor because he is the administrator of estate of Phebe M Soule late of Carmel in which the
said lda May Roach is interested as an heir to said estate. On May 6, 1891, F Marion Simpson files a final
account as Guardian of Ida May LEAVITT, formerly of Bangor but now of Waterville. Ida May Leavitt received
the last $100 in the account “lda May Roach, now lda May Leavitt, wife of Hamlin B Leavitt". No marriage,
divorce, or death record found. Maine marriages does have lda M Roach 23 b Bangor md Edwin S Carville 32
b Lewiston, both of L, on 8 Sep 1894 in Lewiston. Her 1st m, he wid. She a dressmaker, he a stove polisher.

Her parents are listed as [blank] farmer of/b Bangor & Nellie Small of/b Bangor. His parents are Ezra R
Carville of/b L & Dorcas Jordan b Webster. [Perhaps Hamlin make-believe married her so she could get her
final check? or maybe there is a bigamy annulment in court records?]

Ella Maxwell was the daughter of Enos A Maxwell b Alfred and Alice Tracy b WI. Ella E Leavitt [Maxwell]
sued Hamlin B Leavitt for divorce for desertion; granted 11 Feb 1901 in Androscoggin Co. [Maine Divorces
5:54]. Ella is buried in Evergreen Cem Rt 4, Alfred ME, Lot 70 under a huge maple tree in left section; stone
calls her "Ella E Leavitt, dau of E A & Alice Maxwell, 31 Dec 1877 - 8 Dec 1905"; MOCA York Co does not list
her parents there.

The body which washed ashore at Salem Willows yesterday morning was identified late yesterday afternoon
as that of Hamlin B Leavitt of 25 Laurel St Salem. The identification was made by a son, Ralph E of the same
address.

According to the son, Mr Leavitt had been a resident of Salem for the past 15 years and was employed at the
Naumkeag mills before the strike.

The son could give no reason for his father's act, except that he might have been despondent over the closing
of the mill.

He had been missing from his home since last Sunday night. Mr Leavitt was aboput 50 years of age and
leaves a mother, a son Ralph E and a daughter Elonia. He also has a brother Joseph in Waterville, Me.

Carole Hanson Guentert writes in her book Hansons of York Maine, p84-92: "Will introduced an unpopular
step-mother into the Robertson girls' lives when he remarried a few years later. | remember Grandfather
Robertson as a tall friendly man (Mom's childhood friend Edith Sanborn described him as "impressive"), who
brought 3-foot tall dolls to Peggy and me for Christmas and on our birthdays. He was married to Helen Cousens
by that time, and I spent time at their house on the hill in Gardiner Maine (Cobbossee Stream) in the
summertime, though my mother never liked her step-mother, and we weren't allowed to either. My mother could
really hold agrudge about that, but it may have been well-deserved.

Mom would tell of the huge strawberry shortcakes that her Dad would serve up in soup bowls, because he didn't
want his girls to suffer deprivation like he did when he was a boy.

On November 2, 1915, he became identified with the engineering department of the Central
Maine Power Company, and was assistant superintendent of the Bath district in 1919, where he served until
